4 Bits About.........The Kennedy Half-Dollar

1 Bit. Images & Specifications:

OBVERSE: The obverse shows a strong but simple bust of John Fitzgerald
Kennedy, the youngest-ever-elected president. Gilroy Roberts, chief engraver of the
Mint at this time, based this profile on a portrait prepared for Kennedy's presidential
medal. Roberts created this design immediately after Kennedy's assassination.

Composition: Cupro-Nickel: 8.33% Ni, Balance
CuWeight: 11.340 gm, Diameter: 1.205 in., 30.61 mm
Thickness 2.15 mm, Edge: 150 reeds

REVERSE: The design on the back of Kennedy half-
dollar is based on the presidential seal. It consists of a heraldic eagle with a shield
on its breast, holding a symbolic olive branch and a bundle of 13 arrows. A ring of
50 stars surrounds the design, which gives this coin the distinction of having more
stars than any other circulating coin.

2 Bit. Backg round: The Kennedy half dollar replaced the Franklin half dollar within a year of the assassination of
President John F. Kennedy. The coin was designed five days after Kennedy's death using the profile of Kennedy from an
inaugural designed medal two years earlier.

3 Bit. Melt Down Worth: Melt Value Calculation Example

Using the latest metal prices and the specifications above, these are the numbers required to calculate melt value:

$15.72 = silver price / ounce on Jan 09, 2008.
.90 = silver %
$3.2768 = copper price / pound on Jan 09, 2008.
.10 = copper %
125 = total weight in grams

.0321507466 = ounce/gram conversion factor

The New York Mercantile Exchange uses pounds to price copper and that means we need to multiply the metal price
by .00220462262 to make the conversion to grams. The silver price is based in troy ounces and that means the metal price
has to be multiplied by .0321507466 to make the conversion to grams.
1. Calculate 90% silver value :
(15.72 x .0321507466 x 12.5 x .90) = $5.6858595362

$5.6858 is the rounded silver value for the 1964 silver Kennedy half dollar on January 09, 2008. This is usually the value used
by coin dealers when selling these coins at melt value. However, the total melt value is continued below.
2. Calculate 10% copper value:

(3.2768 x .00220462262 x 12.5 x .10) = $0.0090300
3. Add the two together :

$5.6858595362 + $0.0090300 = $5.6948895362

$5.6948895362 is the total melt value for the 1964 silver Kennedy half dollar on January 09, 2008.

4 Bit. Make A Ring From A Half Dollar:

US coins often become the materials for many a different type of jewelry item to include “Love Tokens” fobs, pendants,
earrings, buttons, cufflinks, and rings. As you might wonder what to do with your excess Kennedy Half Dollars, here is another
web site that will introduce the making of a silver ring from your coin.....enjoy.
