Biologically Inspired Cognitive Architectures 2009 
 

CALL FOR PAPERS 

First posted on March 13, 2009; updated on June 10, 2009 

 

The challenge of designing a human-level learner is central to creating a computational 
equivalent of the human mind in its higher cognitive abilities. It demands the level of 
robustness and flexibility of learning that today is available in biological systems only. Therefore, 
it is essential that we better understand at a computational level how biological systems 
naturally develop their cognitive and learning functions. In recent years, biologically inspired 
cognitive architectures (BICA) have emerged as a powerful new approach toward gaining this 
kind of understanding. The impressive success of BICA-2008 was clear evidence of this trend. As 
the second event in the series, BICA-2009 continues our attack on the challenge, with the 
overall atmosphere of excitement and potential, brainstorming and collaboration.  

Symposium Focus and Spirit 

The challenge addressed by this symposium is stated above. The narrow focus is on the idea to 
replicate in artifacts the phenomenon of natural cognitive growth (human-like learning and 
cognitive development), using models of learning borrowed from biology, neuroscience, 
cognitive / developmental psychology, cognitive linguistics, educational and social sciences. 
Specific tasks include:  

 to identify critical components of human-like learning mechanisms that enable 
transformative cognitive growth in BICA; 

 to understand at a computational level the leverage of biological constraints in 
self-regulated cognitive growth; 

 to design curricula, tests and scalability metrics for artifacts and a roadmap to 
solving the challenge. 

The spirit of the symposium is science (and, indeed, its focus is on a fundamental scientific 
problem). This symposium is not about the closed DARPA program or its successors, it is not a 
formal presentation event, not a publishing venue, not a funding opportunity forum, and not an 
industry teaming day (while all these elements may be present in it to some extent). It is a 
working seminar where researchers come together with new ideas and have a discussion.

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Therefore, the majority of presentations will be short and exciting, while longer talks will be 
used to set the stage for discussion panels (see the Format section below). 

The three tasks listed above (the ‘critical mass’, vital constraints and scalability metrics) will 
underlie the objectives of one or two discussion panels. In addition, a discussion panel on 
Emotions in Artifacts is organized jointly by Drs. Eva Hudlicka (Principal Scientist and President, 
Psychometrix Associates, hudlicka@ieee.org) and Rodrigo Ventura (Institute for Systems and 
Robotics, Lisbon, Portugal, yoda@isr.ist.utl.pt). Another discussion panel will follow the Joint 
Session on Future Funding of Research in Learning Technologies and will continue its topic 
(please see http://binf.gmu.edu/~asamsono/bica/bica2009mces2009.pdf). Additional 
discussion panels are currently under consideration, and proposals are welcome (please see 
http://binf.gmu.edu/~asamsono/bica/bica2009panels.pdf). 

More generally and apart from the discussion panels, the symposium is focused on 
developing an understanding of how the machinery of the brain-mind develops the abilities to 
control attention, perceive objects and events, understand situations and mental states, reason 
about the past, plan for the future, learn from experience, and as a result – grow cognitively 
from a baby to an adult, becoming capable of the execution of purposeful behavior in the world. 
Therefore, the symposium will bring together recent studies in artificial intelligence, in 
psychological and brain sciences, including cognitive modeling, cognitive robotics and 
intelligent agent studies, models and theories of self-regulated learning, language acquisition 
and bootstrapped learning – all in the context of the selected challenge.  

In terms of categories of research, the first priority of this symposium is to showcase recent 
modeling and rapid prototyping experience aimed at building architectures of cognitive agents 
that have been inspired by the human brain and, in a definite sense, operate like the human 
mind. At the same time, theoretical discussion of the underlying mechanisms is equally 
encouraged. In addition, the symposium will address potential targets of applications of the 
BICA technology, including cognitive robotics, machine learning, natural language processing, 
intelligent social and pedagogical agents, and human-computer interface.  

Broader Scope and Topics 

Submissions are not expected to be limited to the narrow focus outlined above, and should 

cover domains relevant to the challenge. Therefore, tentative topics of the technical sessions of 

the symposium include (yet are not limited to) the following list (please also see the list of key 

speakers on page 7). 

 Bridging the gap between natural and artificial intelligence: robustness, flexibility, integrity 

 Models of natural cognitive growth: self-regulation, bootstrapping, meta-learning 

 Critical components of human-like learning that enable transformative cognitive growth 

 Vital biological constraints informed by neuroscience and their leverage in learning systems 

 Cognitive vs. subcognitive forms of learning: scalability laws and metrics for growing BICA 
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 Physical support of conscious experience: the emergent Self and self-awareness in artifacts 

 Formal theory of cognitive and metacognitive architectures and their natural development

Two new elements in this year are: (1) the joint session planned with the parallel 
symposium on Cognitive and Metacognitive Educational Systems (MCES-2009), please see its 
description at http://binf.gmu.edu/~asamsono/bica/bica2009mces2009.pdf, and (2) the poster 
review session, during which every poster will be summarized in a 5-minute oral presentation 
(posters will be displayed continuously and presented during all coffee breaks). This results in 
the following sketch of a possible tentative program of BICA-2009 (Table 1).

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Format 

Our intent is to have a good mix of very short position statements, concentrated new study 
reports, and keynotes followed by discussion panels. Short talks will be sprinkled in where 
appropriate, and longer talks will set the stage for discussions. Working groups may be used to 
come up with ideas at the meeting (while no specific arrangement for them has been made as 
of now). In general, this symposium is meant to be an informal working seminar, and not a 
formal presentation event. Therefore, we are looking for new and breaking scientific research. 
We will resist the urge to treat this symposium as a miniconference. 

The format of BICA-2009 is similar to the format of BICA-2008: one-track session with 
intermittent open-format panel discussions. Each technical session focuses on a separate topic 
and begins with a keynote (20 minutes plus 10 minutes for discussion) followed by 4-5 regular 
talks (8-10 minutes plus 3-5 minutes for questions). The timing of all talks and sessions will be 
strictly enforced using high-tech electronic equipment. There will be about 3 panel discussions 
and about 5 technical sessions with 4-6 talks each (two new elements with respect to BICA-
2008, the joint session and the poster review session, are described above). Despite the large 
volume of submissions to BICA-2008 and the proportional expectations for BICA-2009, it is our 
intent to keep the size of the symposium limited to 50 active participants.  

Social Agenda 

The social agenda of the symposium will include regular BICA lunch at the nearby Front Page 
restaurant (located inside the NSF building) on all three days, with a possibility to preorder 
dishes in advance (no payment in advance is required though), plus a BICA banquet on the 
second day (either in Front Page or in Melting Pot, both within a walking distance from Westin, 
tickets for Melting Pot would need to be purchased in advance). For those of you who would 
like to spend a part of the weekend after the symposium in DC area, we suggest the following 
ideas of group activities that can be organized in advance (none of them happened in 2008 
despite many discussions): Spy Museum ($20, 10am-4pm last admission), City segway tour ($70, 
2pm-5pm), National Aquarium ($7, 9am-5pm), National Zoo ($4.95 or $7.95, 6am - 8pm), 
National Gallery of Art (free, 10am-5pm), National Air and Space Museum (free, 10am-5:30pm). 

Submission 

All submissions to BICA-2009 should be made electronically via email to the symposium chair, 
Alexei Samsonovich (samsonovich@cox.net or asamsono@gmu.edu), with the subject line 
“BICA-2009 submission”. Submission format and categories are the following. Regular papers: 
4-6 pages, position papers and abstracts: 1-2 pages, invited/keynote papers: up to 12 pages. 
The length limits may be adjusted at the beginning of the revision period (July-August), based 
on the number and the quality of received submissions. Authors are required to use the latest 
AAAI template for preparation of all submissions, including papers and abstracts (the template 
can be downloaded from http://www.aaai.org/Publications/Templates/AuthorKit.zip).

Therefore, we are inviting you to submit short papers or abstracts 
describing new/breaking research. 

Further Details 

All submissions are subject to peer review. A paper needs to be presented at the symposium in 
order to be included in the proceedings, and vice versa, a speaker needs to have a peer-
reviewed paper or abstract included in the proceedings in order to be included in the program. 
Peer reviews will be completed and decisions will be made for most submissions by July 11. 
Authors of accepted papers will need to sign, fax and mail the Permission to Distribute Form 
(that can be downloaded from www.aaai.org/Publications/Author/distribute-permission.pdf) 
and (optionally) the audio-visual request form by September 11.  Accepted, final, camera-ready

We encourage you to notify us of your intent to participate in BICA-2009 and to submit a 
tentative abstract of your intended presentation to samsonovich@cox.net as soon as possible. 
Currently available tentative abstracts are posted with the permission of the authors at 
http://binf.gmu.edu/~asamsono/bica/abstracts.htm (please also read the note to the authors 
posted there). 

All rooms in which the Symposia are held will have as standard equipment an LCD projector.
