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THE FAITH OF CALVARY

We believe that there is one God who exists in three persons: the Father, the Son,
and the Holy Spirit, without division of nature, essence, or being.

We believe that Jesus is the Son of God, is God, was born of a virgin, was wholly
God and wholly man, lived a sinless life, died in our place as a sacrifice for the sins
of mankind, was buried, arose bodily from the grave, and ascended into Heaven.
We believe that Jesus Christ will literally return to earth.

We believe that God, the Holy Spirit, is active in convincing unbelievers of their
need for salvation, and is the Comforter and Guide who comes to live in every
believer at salvation.

We believe that the Bible is the literal Word of God without any error, authoritative
for life and faith.

We believe man was created in God’s own image and free from sin. Through the
temptation of Satan, he broke the command of God and fell from his original
holiness and righteousness. Through that first sin of Adam, all of mankind is fallen
and totally depraved and in need of salvation through Jesus Christ.

We believe that salvation is a gift from God and starts with Him initiating and
completing. Salvation is not of man’s merit or works but through God’s grace.

We believe that every person who is truly saved is eternally secure in the Lord
Jesus Christ.

We believe that those persons who die in their sins without Christ will spend
eternity in Hell. Those persons who die with their sins forgiven through Christ
spend eternity in heaven.

We believe that water baptism is an act of obedience to the command and example
of Christ and is by full immersion after salvation.

We believe the Lord's Supper is a symbolic act of obedience whereby members of

the body of Christ, through partaking of the bread and the fruit of the vine,
memorialize the death of the Redeemer and anticipate His second coming.
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
