Its from God and for God's glory. Also, if God decides
to use His power though us, we should be humbled 

and realize that serious responsibilities accompany this.

3.) "Count the cost" - there is a cost to being
entrusted by God with His power - holiness,

humility, and an understanding that He can call upon us
at any time and any place to be used. Are we willing
to be interrupted in our lives for the advancement of

God's glory and kingdom?
