PRESI DENT! S CORNER

Dear Menbers: The nonth of May is a beautiful time in Norway. In a matter of
a few weeks the country explodes in green and flowers; spring has arrived.
But the nonth of May nmeans nmuch nore to Norwegi ans, wherever they are in the
world. The first thing we think of is My seventeenth; the nost cel ebrated
day in Norway. On that day we got FREEDOM and our own Constitution. On that
day, May 17, 1814, sonme brave nmen at Eidsvold, Norway finished the final work
on the constitution that made Norway a free country. W have to be proud and
forever grateful to those nmen, because only a few weeks after their work was
finished, the official em ssaries of Russia, Austria, Germany, and England
arrived in the Norwegian capital and demanded abrogation of the new
constitution. They were net wth blunt refusal. Norway succeeded in
mai nt ai ni ng her independence, consenting to be united with Sweden only to the
extent of having the sanme king. Swedish crown prince Carl Johan, acting on
behalf of the old King Carl X Il of Sweden, took an oath to observe the
Ei dsvol d constitution.

You all know that Turid Jesperson Lodge 44 donated $100 to the Norwegi an
Anerican Foundation for the statue of Crown Princess Martha to be installed
on the grounds of the Royal Norwegian Enbassy in Wshington, this comng
Septenber [8, 2005. This is in honor of Norway!s Centennial Anniversary,
celebratiing 100 years of independence from Sweden.

Crown Princess Martha was a beloved figure in both Norway and the United
States. For many, she was the synbol of the strength of the Norwegian during
an extraodinary tine. Martha was a Swedish princess married to Crown Prince
A af, the heir to the Norwegian throne in 1929, only 24 years after the
di ssolution of Norway and Sweden. Crown Princess Martha was the nodel of
courage and optimsm Her hard work and influence on behalf of Norway is
possi bly best known through President Roosevelt!s 3Look to Norway? speech in
1942, followed by the Presidentts gift to Norway, a battleship named 3King
Haakon VI1.2 Sadly, she died in 1954 before King O af ascended to the throne.

Norway (the way north), 580 to 750 north, sits on the Cal edoni an rock, which
is mllions of years old. This area |lay covered by ice just 10.000 years
ago. History tells us that the country is about a thousand years ol d. But
Norway as the nodern socialist denocracy we know today is only 100 years ol d.
Once it was a nation of peasants and Vikings, today it is a nation of

i nternational denocratic individuals. This contrast between the old and the
new |l ives strong in Norwegian society and cul ture; however people do not take
their freedomand the fact that they are part of a collaborative denocratic
systemfor granted. History tells us tales with certain mlestones that life
was not al ways so easy.

In Snorre Sturlasonts Saga 3Heinskrinla2 or 3The Lives of the Norse Kings? we
read that after winning the battle of Hafursfjor in the year 872 AD. Harald



Hairfair, then the King of Vestfold, gathered all the countryls western
ki ngdons and becane the first supreme ruler of a United Norway. After
Haral d*s death in 933, his sons again divided the country into individual
ki ngdons. In year 1030 after the battle of Stiklestad, Norway again becane
one ki ngdom under the rule of King Swein (son of Denmarkis King Canut.) In
1397, after the Black Death (1349-50) when half the population died, and the
econony coll apsed, Norway was joined in a union with Denmark and Sweden.
Sweden | ater seceded from the Union, but Norway was ruled by Denmark for the
next 400 years. Because Denmark sided with France in the Napol eonic wars,
t he opposi ng powers backed Sweden in taking Norway from the Danes. May 17th
1814 signified Norway!s independence from Danish rule and the Norwegi an
Constitution was signed.

Al though Norway retained its own constitution it was ruled by the King of
Sweden for nearly 100 years. In 1905 Sweden yielded to Norwayls request to
di ssol ve the union. Norway was never a nation to hold a grudge, and when the
new nation of 1905 needed a king, Price Carl of Denmark was unaninously
el ected and named King Haakon WVII. Prince Carl was in the brother of the
King of Denmark and the grandson of the King of Sweden. He was married to
Princess Maud, the youngest daughter of the King of England. The new King
and Queen imedi ately upheld Norway!s thousand-year old tradition of waving
to the people from high bal conies. A tradition that is still carried out
today when on the 17th of May the royal family waves to the children as their
parade passes in front of the pal ace.

In 1994 CQueen Sonja wote an introduction to the book 3This is Norway?
published for the XVII Wnter AQynpics in Lillehammar. | feel what she wote
really represents Norway and it's peopl e.

This book presents a small country, situated on the outskirts of Europe,
where since tinme inmenorial a sparse population has been fighting a hostile
nature, a rough climte and a neager soil. It takes you across the
centuries, outlining our history fromthe golden days of the H gh Mddl e Ages
t hrough four hundred years of Danish rule, then through the cultural revival
of independent Norway during the last century and the recent evolution
towards a nodern wel fare society.

However mneager its soil, the country is rich. Thr oughout history, people
have been exploiting to their advantage our extended coastline. The sea
of fered enough fish to feed not only thensel ves, but large parts of southern
Europe as well. From the early Mddle Ages they built ships capable of
carrying them to the farthest shores, thus inaugurating the worldw de
shi pping activities, which have beconme so inportant to our economy. Even on
dry land we found exploitable natural resources, and, having had the |uck of
di scovering oil on our part of the Continental Shelf, we are today one of the
worl dts richer nations.

So, congratulations to Norway on this 17th of May 2005 and to all the nenbers
of the Daughterts of Norway, have a wonderful day.

JARLSBERG PEPPERS

4 4 | arge peppers

2 tsp coarse salt

2/3 cup (1 1/2 dl) French Bread Crunbs
1 1/4 cup (3 dl) Jarlsberg, diced

3 1/2 T butter

Garlic salt

Divide peppers in two, rempve stem and seeds. Sprinkle the coarse salt on
baki ng pan. M x neat, Tabasco, garlic salt, pepper, |lenon juice, crunbs, and
hal f of Jarlsberg cheese. Divide evenly between the peppers. Top the peppers
with remai nder of the cheese. Melt butter, add garlic salt, and brush over
the peppers. Place on top of coarse salt on baking sheet, and bake in 350-F
(175-C) oven about 35 m nutes.
