Bombing memonal unvezled
- as town forgives, won't forget

BOISE CITY, Okla. — Half a
ceniury after surviving an acci-
dental practice bombing by a
World War IT airplane. townsfolk
paid the misgnided fliers a warm-
hearted Independence Day tribute
as war heroes who learned from
their mistake.

" (pop. 1.509) as a memorial to the
frightening but comic episode was
unveiled yestéerday — a surplus,
100-pound bomb, angied nose down
into a crater of concrete.

“Boise City Bombed July 5, 1943

. Still Booming July 3, 1893."
reads a bronze plaque at its base.

“If you have to be bornbed, it's
nice to know you were being
bombed by the best.,” event orga-
nizer Stan Manske quipped to 150
residents gathered in the Cimarron
County Courthouse square.

The young B-17 bomber crew
that mistakenty dropped six prac-
tice bombs — each loaded with on-
ly 4 pounds of explosives — on
Boise City went on to distinguish
itself in the skies over Europe.

Luckily, no.one was kiiled or in-
jured and there was only slight
damage in the 12:30 a.m. bombing

- 50 years ago today. In fact, Boise
City (pronounced “Boys”) gained
sudden fame as the only U.S. city
