Keep me, O Lord, from the hands of the un/godly: * and preserve me from the / wicked men.
Who are purposed to overthrow my / goings: * the proud have laid a / snare for me.

And spread a net abroad with / cords: * yea, and set traps / in my way.

I said unto the Lord; Thou art my / God: * hear the voice of my / prayers, O Lord.
