Hello-3-Wheelers, 
As the days start getting shorter and cooler we are now starting to have some of the nicest riding weather we've 
had all year. This season just about every event we planned was compromised by mother nature. Up at Americade 
we managed to take in the annual sidecar gathering before the heat, humidity and storms drove us out of camp a 
day early. Our annual Lake Champlain campout was cancelled due to serious washing out of the local roads near 
the campground and the tent sites were to soggy to pitch camp.  We did manage to get in our campout up at Bald 
Mountain campground in Townshend VT. But not before enduring ten hours of thunderstorms with frequent and 
vivid lighting like most of us have rarely seen before.
