Well my fellow Sidecarist if you were not in Suches, GA on June 11 to 14th you missed a good Rally. 
That Georgia Sidecar Club knows how to put one on but that just maybe because this was the 15th 
“Howdy Summer Sidecar Rally.” It has been put on at Two Wheels Only for the last few years and that is 
a place into it’s self. 
 
I have been planning to make this trip for a few years and something has always got in the way. I even 
sent my money in last year. Georgia Sidecar Club has a neat way of handling people like me that don’t 
show they did not send me my money back but it covered this year rally.  
 
This year when I got the dates for the rally I marked it down and everything was planned around it. Now 
those of you who know me know I am a planner I not only have plan “B” but most of the time plan “Z” 
also.

There were two or three groups that took rides with people that knew the roads up front. I was ask to 
come along but passed. As you know I am from Florida and we don’t have roads with turns like this so I 
when out on my own to practice. It was fun but I know I would have slowed a group down. Next year, yes 
I am planning on going back; I will put some ballast in the sidecar and show up earlier in the week to do 
my playing. Saturdays and Sundays the roads get busy. 
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The world of sidecaring is a small one. This became clear to me one more time at this rally. I put faces 
with names that I have known for some time. Some were from me being a member of the GA Sidecar 
Club and reading the club News Letter. The news letter is put together by Art Rhoades who does a real 
good job. Art had made one of the “Y’ll Come Rallies” here in Fla so that was a start. James Allmond is 
their President he is the Rally host and makes the job look easy.
