Business: We need to get start-
ed on our Gateway Sign project.
We will have a general discus-
sion of the process and timeline
to get this accomplished. As you
all can see, the current Greater
Deyerle signs have deteriorated
to a point that most have fallen
down and only one complete
gateway sign remains.

Gateways define the entrance to
a community or neighborhood.
They do not physically restrain
motorists, but can psychologically
affect the driving behavior
of motorists who do not
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live in the area. The gateway
acts as a sort of welcoming mat
for residents, but can deter
other drivers because they
believe that the community is
either self contained or with no-
through streets. Non-resident
drivers are made to feel that
they would be infringing on the
privacy of those who live within
the community. Therefore driv-
ers who enter the neighborhood
through the gateway tend to
behave as though they are a
guest on the street and no
longer enjoy the sense of
anonymity that they possess in
other, less defined communities.
The gateway is intended to dis-
courage cut-through traffic and
reduce speed and to provide
drivers a cue that this is a resi-
dential neighborhood where
slow speeds are appropriate.
