Two years ago when | was installed as your NFWC President, | thought | had for-
ever to accomplish the goals | had set for my administration. Now, as | near the end, | need
to look at those goals once more with you to see how we have done.

You may recall that | asked our clubs to work in HARMONY. [ still believe firmly that
clubs that do work in HARMONY can accomplish almost anything. Has your club fulfilled
these goals?

Are they Harmonious? Does everyone get along with each other and cooperate to
make good things happen?

Are they Active? Do you have a number of projects going on every month?

Does the club Report? Did you submit your reports by February 1 this year so that NFWC could receive
the recognition it deserves at GFWC?

Are they Membership minded? Did your club bring in new members in the last two years so that you
are positive in membership?

Are they Open to new ideas? Do you still hear someone say, “Well, we've never done it that way, It
won’t work in our town, That’s too much work,” when a new idea comes up? If your club is doing the same
project or the same fundraiser that they have for 50 years, you probably ought to reevaluate and update those
projects.

Is your club Necessary to your town? Do the people in your community know what you are up to? Do
they know how valuable you are to the town’s survival? Maybe letting them know will help with that Membership
issue!

Are you Youthful in Attitude? Do your members have energy and eagerness to bring new projects to
the floor. Do the members recognize that new fresh ideas will also help bring new younger members. Being
Youthful in attitude does not mean your members are all young. They just need to think young.

| had several goals and projects | asked you to participate in if you could. First, | asked that you
continue to collect pop tabs for the Ronald McDonald House. You have continued to do that beyond
expectations. We are over 8 million tabs now and think what it will be after the state convention. | also asked
that your clubs continue the penny marches at your meetings to support the kitchen renovation at the House.
That project is done but don't stop the penny marches. The money donated this year at the state convention will
be used to renovate Kevin's office into the 20" bedroom to allow more families to stay at the Ronald McDonald
House. We could come close to covering a majority of the costs for this renovation.

Secondly, | asked that you continue to sponsor the cottage at YRTC along with your district and to
support the new Mothers and Babies Program at the Center. You have gone above and beyond expectations to
make the lives of these young women a little better and to let them know that someone cares about them. Most
of them are at YRTC because no one cared or at least they thought no one did. Keep sending your donations of
snacks, personal care items, yarn, and baby things to the Center in Geneva for long to come. They still need
our caring even when it is not a state project.

Third, | also asked that your clubs make quilts and blankets and donate them to agencies that care for
the young, the old and those in special need such as domestic abuse shelters or Operation Smile. | know that
many of you already did this but | wanted you to formalize this special donation. Report it to our state and
GFWC. Sometimes, a blanket can bring more comfort than anything else. (con't page 2)

Avrticle IV: B. (pg 3)

#4. Delete this sentence from the bylaws. Rationale: There are no longer any County or Inter County
Women'’s Clubs in the NFWC

#4. Serve as chairman of County Federations, keep a record of these Conventions, elections and

supervise the work of County Presidents. Travel expenses to be approved by the Executive
Committee.

Subsequently, under Article IV, #5, will be #4, #6 will be #5, #7 will be #6, #8 will be #7.
Article IV: E. (pg. 4)

Point of interest: The State Secretary shall keep a copy in her file of chairman reports given to her by
the State First Vice-President.

Article XIV: Section 3 (pg. 11)
#2. Delete the word County. Rationale: There are no longer County Clubs in NFWC.
Section 5 Term (pg. 12)
A. Add to existing sentence: immediately following their term in office.
Section 7. (pg. 12)

A. #4. Shall this be retained? If this bylaw is not retained, subsequently, #5 will become #4, #6 will
become #5.

#7. Delete this sentence. Rationale: There are no longer County Clubs in NFWC.

Subsequently, C would become B, D would become C, E would become D, F would become E, G
would become F, H would become G, | would become H and J would become I.

Article XV: County Federations
Should this article be deleted, or retained for future consideration.

Point of interest: If Article XV is deleted, consecutive Article numbers would change to previous numbers,
ie: Article XVI would become Article XV, etc.
