You will be happy to know that the new GFWC DVD Video has been completed.
Clubs can order it from GFWC Materials Center, 1734 N St NW, Washington, DC
20036. The cost is $20.

Fifty year members will now be honored with a GFWC Gold Pin rather than the Gold
Card. There is a charge. The Gold Pins will be ordered by the clubs and not the state.
For a new recipient there will be no charge for the pin. For those who have already
received their Gold Card, a Gold Pin can be ordered by the club for $5. The order
forms for these pins will be in the August/September Clubwoman but can be ordered
from the same address as above, but indicate it is for the Gold Pin Order.

GFWC will have a new website up and running before the end of the summer. Be on
the lookout for it. | believe the address will be the same.

The International President’s special project Domestic Violence was highlighted dur-
ing the convention. October 27, 2007 will be “Make a Difference Day” and clubs may
wish to start or continue a special project in the area of Domestic Violence.

Our President’s special project continues to be Domestic Violence and several of our speakers
focused on issues relating to awareness of this problem in our society. One of our speakers was actor Victor
Rivas Rivers who was abused by his father during his childhood. He is a major spokesperson for Domestic
Violence Awareness and has written a book, A Private Family Matter about his experiences. | would recom-
mend this book as a great source of information for your members. Grants for clubs to get started on Domestic
Violence projects are available from GFWC and information about these can be found elsewhere in this news-
letter.

The convention ended with a very elegant, glittering banquet at the Philadelphia Union League
honoring three special Empowered Women. Delaware’s first female Governor, Ruth Ann Minner overcame great
adversity as a young woman to attain this position. Dianne Mooney, Founder and Senior Vice President of
Southern Living at Home helped launch CUT IT OUT in 2003, a national initiative that mobilizes salon profes-
sionals in the fight against Domestic Violence. Susan Retik, whose husband was killed in the terrorist attacks on
September 11, is a founder of Beyond the 11th, a charity that supports Afghan widows affected by war and
terrorism by funding programs that provide life sustaining financial and emotional support. The location for the
dinner was especially fitting as until fairly recently women could not be members of the Union League nor could
they attend anything there unless they were a special guest of a member. What a way to end an exciting week
in Philadelphia.

The impetus in Education during the 2006 club year surely must be continuing. Based on the reports, ma ny of
the projects are impressive, continuous, and long t erm.

GFWC/NFWC has a proud history for starting and maintaining public libraries. This, however, may be an area where a
needs assessment would reveal new issues to be addressed. An example, both GFWC/NFWC Papillion Junior Woman’s
Club and GFWC/NFWC Papillion Woman'’s Club support Sump Memorial Library—-volunteer time, financial contribu-
tions, maintaining programs, etc. Conversation with the library director revealed that two populations exist that do not use
the library very extensively—non-retired adult males and teenagers. A couple programs have been developed to address
these needs. To encourage adult males to use the library, a Brown Baggers Book Club was started. To encourage busi-
ness men (and women) to attend, the Club was advertised as meeting once a month from 12 noon until 1PM. Partici-
pants were to bring their lunches. So—-12 women and 1 retired gentleman are participants. The search is still on to dis-
cover the “hook” that will cause men to be library users. Not everything works!

A program to bring teenagers into the library has been successful. After hours parties for teenagers have included a
movie, treats, and book discussions. A book club has been started. Teens volunteer in programs for preschool and ele-
mentary children. A teen advisory group has been formed. An area of the library has been developed for teenagers. This
is more of a success story—-teens are using the library more extensively. Personnel at the library must take most of the
credit for the success of the teen program.

ARTS, CRAFTS AND PHOTOGRAPHY-Judy Anderson

Time again to rev up for another great year with arts, crafts, and photography. Remember that our main ob-
jective is to encourage members to foster and support arts activities in our communities. Step our and try
something new or different in the arts this year. You'll be glad you did.

A few changes for this 2nd year are the following:

* In the student art contest, the 9th grade will be moved to the high school group-thus this will be the (9-
12) division.

*  Remember the maximum size is 24” x 36" for student art, so nothing larger.

*  In the K-8 category, two(2) blue-1st place district winners in each grade can advance to state competi-
tion. So a district could bring up to 18 entries to state for grades K-8.

*  In the adult art contest, oils and acrylic can have glass and frames for protection when being displayed.

*  Contact home schooled students in your district to see if they are interested in entering the art/
photography contests.

*  Last, | would like to start a high school photography contest—grades 9-12. There will be four division—
1) color prints from film, 2) black and white prints from film, 3) digital color prints, and 4) digital black and
white prints. There will be seven(7) areas where students can enter their photos. They are SCENIC-
Images are defined as images of beautiful natural scenery. They would include but are not limited to
scenery images of sky, land or water. ANIMALS -Images where the subject is an animal, either wild or
domesticated. It will include but is not limited to marine life, birds, reptiles, mammals, insects, pets, farm
and work animals in captivity. NATURE-Images include but are not limited to abstracts, studies in pat-
tern, shapes, or textures. PEOPLE-Images where the main subject is a human being and not what a
human being is doing. It includes but is not limited to formal portraits, informal portraits, occupational
images, sports persons and candid shots. ARCHITECTURAL -Images where the main subject is a build-
ing or other man made structure. NEBRASKA -Images include but are not limited to scenic images, to
state from each area. So if a district had entries from all seven areas in four divisions, there could be a
total of 28 photo entries. At state competition, there will be one BEST OF SHOW chosen from each divi-
sion—so there will be four best of shows chosen.

Adult Photography: There are no changes here. There are still three contests that club members can en-
ter—"The World in Pictures” (Feature, Scenic, and Natural History), “GFWC Volunteers in Action” and
“A Year in Pictures”. Remember the last one—"A Year in Pictures” is the calendar contest and can be en-
tered outside of the state competition. So you do not need to bring “A Year in Pictures” photos to state. A
club can enter a photo in every contest if they want. Just one blue ribbon winner advances to state in each
category. (A district can bring a winner in feature, scenic, natural history, and GFWC Volunteers in Action.)

Crafts: Rules and entries will remain the same—no changes here.

The GFWC Kearney Woman's Club coordinated and hosted the Ronald McDonald Dental Care Mobile’s  visit to
Kearney July 9-13. The van provided free dental care to school-age children from the Kearney area who met certain criteria.
During the van's visit to Kearney it was stationed at the south McDonald'’s restaurant.

The Omaha-based dental van project is sponsored by Ronald McDonald House

A free community Dental Health Fair was
held in conjunction with the mobile dental van. Children were taught good dental hygiene, watched a children’s dental video, and
received a toothbrush and dental floss. The fair was staffed by dental hygienists, dental hygiene students and members of the
Kearney Woman's Club .

Two Rivers Public Health Department and Buffalo Cou  nty Health Partners provided grant monies to our club to
purchase supplies and other necessities for the week. Many other community collaborators were supportive with in-kind and
financial donations.
