Prerequisites: English 100 with a grade of C or placement in English 101.

Course Description:

English 101 offers students the opportunity to review and perfect the rhetorical modes of narrative, interview, comparison and contrast, critical reading, persuasion in the form of a research paper, and metacognition, revealing the process of writing.

Minimum Course Outcomes: 

· Students will formulate a thesis statement and develop ideas in an organized pattern of standard, written English.

· Students will write several essays, including compare and contrast, cause/effect, persuasive, and a variety of other expository forms of writing.

· Students will be able to adequately critique and edit their peers’ essays.

· Students will construct a coherent, organized, documented research paper.

· The Bedford Guide for College Writers, by Kennedy and Kennedy 7th Edition.

· A Writer’s Reference, by Hacker, 5th Edition
