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NOTES IN HARMONY 

 What is your first GFWC memory? Why did you join a GFWC club? 
What does GFWC mean to you? These and other questions are ones that the 
Women’s History and Resource Center (WHRC) Oral History Book Project would 
like all of our members to consider over the next few months. GFWC has a long 
history of volunteer service, social and political advocacy, and leadership. The 
GFWC oral history book will detail this history through the experiences and ac-
complishments of GFWC members. 

 Participation in this project requires just a few steps: 1) record an oral his-
tory interview, (2) transcribe the oral history interview and (3) fill out a submission 

form and Deed of Gift and submit the Oral History materials no later than July 1, 2007. A booklet “Oral History 
Guidelines” is available from the GFWC LAM  office. 

 It would be wonderful if each club in Nebraska would complete at least one oral history interview to go 
into this book. Even if your club chooses not to send these interviews to GFWC, this project has great potential 
for our own club records. Often our younger members are unaware of the wonderful activities of our clubs in the 
past and sharing these memories with everyone can help with club identity and solidarity. 

 It is difficult to believe that over half a year has gone by since  the beginning of this NFWC Administra-
tion. Hopefully, all clubs are “Working in Harmony” and providing for the needs of their communities. A very en-
couraging development is that we have lost no additional clubs since the start of this administration, and every 
club paid their dues on time! We have the opportunity to now build our clubs by inviting new members to join 
our ranks so that our clubs can continue to serve our communities into the future. Many club members will men-
tion to me that their members are getting older and can no longer do everything they used to. I more than un-
derstand that, but that means we must begin to find our replacements and we need to do this now not when it is 
too late. 

 I want to encourage all NFWC members to attend the NFWC State Convention which will be April 19-
21, 2007 at the Aurora Leadership Center in Aurora, NE. It will be a casual convention with no formal attire or 
banquets. Even if you have never attended a state convention, take this opportunity to join your fellow club 
members, to learn about GFFWC, and to share what makes your club great.

1. All entries must be matted. 

2. All entries (including matting) must 
be at least 10”x12” and no larger 
than 14”x16” in all the photography 
contests. 

3. Calendar contest pictures must be 
color prints and the photos must be 
horizontal. (You send these in on 
your own, don’t bring them to state.)                                  
These rules are being restated, as 

many did not follow the rules and 
w e r e  n o t  a c c e p t e d .                                 
I would love to see lots of photos for 
“Volunteers in Action” this spring. 
Take action shots of your club’s 
projects and activities. Remember, 
these pictures should “describe” an 
activity, not be a posed picture.

DEADLINE FOR NEXT 
CLUBWOMAN 
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D id you know that qualified applicants are eligible for educational loans of $2,000 from the Nebraska Federation of Women’s 
Clubs? It is true! 

A student working toward a degree, or taking vocational training, or entering graduate school (Nebraska schools only), may 
apply. The deadline is April 15th. 

The applicant must be a resident of Nebraska and be recommended by the Executive Committee of a Nebraska Federated 
Woman’s Club affiliated with the General Federation of Women’s Clubs. Additionally, the student must provide a plan of study 
and a financial statement which includes income available, amount of tuition, books and supplies, cost of board and room, and 
estimated miscellaneous expenses, as well as two non-relative letters or recommendations and from a college advisor or high 
school credits. 

Promissory notes are to signed by the applicant, parents of the applicant, guardian or other responsible adult. These notes ma-
ture six months after graduation. All notes bear interest of 4 % annually for a period of two years following maturity. If not paid in 
four years from the date of maturity, the balance of the loan becomes due immediately. Also, if the student does not complete 
the course, the note becomes due immediately.

NFWC MEMBERS VISIT YRTC 

On Friday, February 16, 10 NFWC members visited YRTC and had a very enjoyable and informative time. The 
tour began with the Mothers and Babies Program where one of the girls was having a visit with her son. The 
members were able to see the facilities and hear about the education program that YRTC has for the young 
girls who have children or who are pregnant, from the Director of the program, Cortney Lichty. Following that, 
the members were taken on a full tour of the facility where they were able to see the housing units, the chapel, 
the dining hall and the school. Those attending the tour were from Papillion Juniors, Bennington, Grand Island 
and Belvidere Women’s Clubs. 

The Mothers and Babies Program at YRTC is one of the only programs of its kind in a youth correctional facility 
in the country. It was easy to see that it is very worthwhile. One thing the group also learned was that after be-
ing given the okay to proceed with the renovation of the apartments that are being used and to set up the pro-
gram, the promised $10,000 personal donation was never received so the program really needs some assis-
tance. Club presidents were given a list of the needs for the program and the list is following. It is also apparent 
that the program is in need of monetary donations to purchase educational materials for the girls. Monetary gifts 
can be sent to Jan Jones, NFWC Treasurer, before April 1, so that we can present Dan Scarborough, YRTC
