Earlier in the day on August 13, most of 
those present for the Men of Manresa 
monthly meeting had attended the 
funeral of Mary Grace Waguespack. 
That evening, Eucharist, prayer, 
fellowship and food helped strengthen 
and support those aching hearts.

— Meeting Highlights — 
homily on the importance of the Ark of 
the Covenant as the people crossed the 
Jordan into Judea, and on the centrality 
of forgiveness for a people of faith. The 
Ark was an elaborate container holding 
the Ten Commandments, and it 
indicated the presence of God with 
them. Later on in a “bridge” of the Old 
and the New Testament, the Blessed 
Mother Mary becomes the Ark of the 
Covenant as she bears our Lord. 
Extending that thought, in the Church 
today the Eucharist is the Ark of the 
Covenant. Likewise, we ourselves 
become the Ark as we receive the 
Blessed Sacrament and exemplify the 
life and teachings of Jesus, which is 
characterized in our forgiveness of 
others. Forgiveness is essential in our 
lives as persons of faith. Father went on 
to say that the sacraments we receive are 
not for our own individual good, but 
more importantly are to advance the 
mission of the Church, that is, to 
proclaim the Lord Jesus.

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“The hand of the grace of God to us all” 

When Mary Grace Waguespack passed away on August 10, 
2009, the Men of Manresa and the entire parish felt a great loss. 
The turnout and sincerity at her overflowing visitation and 
funeral evidenced the abundant love and admiration we had for 
this courageous lady who remains so much a part of parish 
history and so much a part of our memories and prayers. 

At her funeral, the liturgical reading from the Book of Wisdom 
included these verses: 

“As gold in the furnace, he proved them, and as 
sacrificial offerings he took them to himself. Those who 
trust in him shall understand truth, and the faithful shall 
abide with him in love.” 

As Father Harry said, “God tried her, and found her to be 
worthy of Himself...That should be our life’s mission. Those 
who trust in God understand truth. Mary Grace understood truth 
better than anyone. Truth does not come from preconceived 
notions of what is to be, real truth comes from trust in God. She 
had enormous wisdom, with the ability to see as God sees.” 

Indeed Mary Grace was tried, but she shared so many joys as 
well. She was a member of the first graduating class of St. 
Charles  High School, in 1952. She was the first bride of that 
class, and her son Joseph was the first baby born of those 
graduates. Mary Grace and her loving husband Irwin were 
married for 57 years, and were so close that they were always 
thought of as one. Irwin and his bride - he always refers to her 
as his bride - had six sons together.  

Father Harry described her as an extraordinary person, a person 
many envied so much because she had it so well together. She 
was enormously empowered by her faith, by her confident trust 
in the Almighty.  

As school secretary, she was the voice of St. Charles Borromeo 
school to faculty, staff, parents, and everyone else for 23 years. 

In that role and all throughout her life, she touched the hearts of 
many people. 

She was an integral part of the annual St. Joseph’s Altar at the 
home of Tony and Clara Perret, and her dedication to St. 
Joseph, to her family, and to her community led her to spend 
months in advance preparing delicate offerings for the altar. 

But Mary Grace also knew grief, and she experienced 
challenges beyond imagination. Her son Perry commented that 
“if you look up the word ‘hero’ in the dictionary, it is defined as 
a person who shows great courage in the face of adversity.”  

Mary Grace Waguespack was truly a hero. 

She was preceded in death by two sons - Joey and Barry.  We 
are also mindful of her other challenges but she was never ever 
defeated - physically, mentally, emotionally, or spiritually. She 
had bypass surgery in 2002 and later lost a leg to diabetes, but 
amazingly, she always came through a little stronger after each

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setback. She always had a smile on her face, had a great 
attitude, and never complained about the pain.  

As if those challenges weren’t enough, Mary Grace was in East 
Jefferson hospital during Hurricane Katrina, and for several 
additional weeks. During that time, she made such an 
impression on the staff there that some of them came to pay 
their respects when they learned she had passed away.  

Through it all, Mary Grace truly trusted in God, like her patron 
saint Mary. She lived in the spirit of the beatitudes, and was, in 
the well-chosen words of Father Harry, “the hand of the grace 
of God to us all.”  

One of the largest funeral choirs ever assembled in our parish - 
including many Manresans - sang at Mary Grace’s funeral. The 
Men of Manresa gathered together at around her coffin that day 
to pray our farewell, the prayer of St. Ignatius: 

“Take Lord, receive all my liberty, my memory, understanding, 
my entire will...Your love and your grace are enough for me.” 

Amen. May God bless you and all your loved ones, Mary 
Grace.

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SCB parishioners tour St. Catherine of Siena church 
On December 30, 2008, Father Harry Bugler led SCB 
parishioners on a tour of seven area churches. The seventh 
church we visited was St. Catherine of Siena Catholic Church, 
on Bonnabel Blvd. in Metairie.. 

St. Catherine of Siena has an interesting parish history. In the 
early 1900’s, when the surrounding neighborhood was rural and 
sparsely populated, it was part of Mater Dolorosa parish. A 
chapel was built on Labarre Avenue in 1909, but it wasn’t until 
1921 that St. Catherine of Siena became a parish. The Codifer 
family donated the large parcel of land on which construction of 
basic parish buildings began. As the number of parishioners 
grew, an early auditorium was soon converted to a church, in 
1926 nuns arrived to staff the school, and in 1947 the church 
was expanded. The current church was built in 1957.  

Many local churches built in 1950’s and 60’s were erected as 
“temporary” structures, designed to be adaptable to other uses in 
later years when it might be affordable to build a more elaborate 
church. That may be true of St. Catherine church, but a gracious 
2004 renovation and the construction of many modern parish 
buildings over the years makes it a beautiful place to worship 
our Lord. 

Upon entering the church, focus is drawn past low brick walls 
and high flying-buttresses to the simple altar and the elaborate 
stained glass arch just beyond it. Windows on the side walls and 
behind the altar let in natural light and seem to add to the 
vertical dimension. 

Born in 1347, St. Catherine herself was the 25th child in her 
family, and had sacred visions from early childhood. She had no 
formal education and never learned to read and write, but 
dictated her letters and writings to others. She served the sick 
and the poor, and her religious writings and good works brought 
her to the attention of the pope. She convinced Pope Gregory XI 
to move the papacy from Avignon back to Rome in 1377, and 
was consulted by the Vatican about the affairs of the Church.  
She was very devoted to the Eucharist, sometimes going long 
intervals with no other nourishment. She died at the age of 33, 
and is one of only 33 Doctors of the Church, of which only three  
- Catherine, Teresa of Avila, and Térèse Lisieux - are women.

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In past years individuals have asked me 
if I’m saved.  Instead of a definite yes, I 
usually say I think so!!  That’s primarily 
because being saved to me has always 
meant heaven without time in purgatory. 
Some of my non-Catholic friends say 
yes with conviction because they 
contend that if you accept our Lord 
Jesus as your Savior that will do it.  If 
that’s all it takes I’ve been saved and 
really didn’t know it.  I personally think 
there is some truth to that if you mean in 
accepting Jesus you also live the 
commandments, forgive others, are in 
service to others, and are fully sorry for 
your sins.  Now there is that place called 
purgatory which Catholics believe and 
they don’t because it’s not in the Bible.  
I always wondered why they pray for 
deceased family and friends because if 
they are in heaven, they don’t need 
prayers and if they are in hell, prayers 
can’t help, so they must be praying for 
those souls somewhere else whether it’s 
called purgatory or not. 

In growing up with my first eight grades 
in Catholic school with nuns using the 
Baltimore Catechism we were taught 
mortal sins confessed with complete 
sorrow was necessary.  Mortal sin not 
confessed with deep sorrow could keep 
you out of heaven. Even though you 
believed in Jesus as your Savior that was 
not mentioned as necessary in those 
days.  This teaching about being free 
from mortal sin always made me 
devalue my spirituality and I seldom felt 
saved unless I had just walked out of 
confession. 

The Adoration Chapel has a series of 
small pamphlets that document God the 
Father speaking to a Franciscan lay 
person named Anne.  She supposedly 
documents every so-called meeting.  The 
following is one page on this subject in 
one of her pamphlets: 

If you were asked to hand your life to 
Me this day, and account for it fully, 
how would you feel?  Would you feel 

calm?  Would you feel confident that 
while you have made mistakes you 
have done your best and can offer 
Me a fair trade for your eternal 
reward?  Could you even say, ‘God, 
I have wasted much of My time here 
on earth but I see that you are the 
Creator and I bow before you?’ That 
is all that is necessary for your 
salvation, child, but you are going to 
wish that you had a small bit of 
something to give Me.  You might 
give Me your years parenting your 
children.  You might offer Me your 
service in your job or your obedience 
and respect for your parents. You 
might give Me your patience with 
sickness or depression.  You might 
say, God, I have risen every day and 
tried not to be dishonest or hurtful to 
others, despite my pain and misery.  
To all of these things, and to nearly 
every life that holds dignity and some 
measure of effort to be honest, I will 
say, “Welcome, Well done.  It is over 
now and you are safe and loved.”  I 
will hold you against Me and heal all 
of your wounds and pain.  You will 
be lovingly prepared to enter into the 
Kingdom.  Children, do not be afraid 
of leaving this world and entering 
the next.  I will be there, waiting to 
receive each one of you.”  

Wow!! Those powerful words make me 
feel very good about my life because I 
know I can say, “God, I have wasted 
much of my time here on earth, but I see 
that you are the Creator and I bow 
before you.” 

Now these writings by Anne have not 
been sanctioned by the Church.  This 
usually takes many years of research, 
etc.  Personally, I don’t believe that it 
could be so easy, especially for us 
humans who kill, steal, cheat, and are 
unforgiving and lack true sorrow for our 
sins.  All of this adds to the confusion 
about salvation and we know Jesus will 
be the final judge, so I suggest we spend 
the remaining years on this earth doing 
the things suggested in this article so 
everyone of us can be told, “Welcome, 
well done.  It’s over now and you are 
safe and loved.” 

We Catholics refer to the Eucharist as

the source and summit of our faith.  This 
sharing in Jesus’ Body & Blood is 
closely linked with our salvation.  
Primarily because Jesus told us, “Unless 
you eat my flesh and drink my blood 
you will not have eternal life.”  Many of 
these so-called saved Christians don’t 
even believe in the Eucharist.  To 
support the significance of the Eucharist 
to our salvation, we have received many 
signs over the years (over 125 miracles 
concerning the Body & Blood).  These 
were displayed in the Vatican exhibit at 
our church this year.  The Eucharist is 
key to our salvation and that requires 
confession to a priest (present day 
apostles who Jesus gave the power to 
heal and forgive sins) along with sincere 
sorrow for those sins. 

To pick one line out of the Bible and 
disregard others about salvation is not 
the answer.  It’s the easiest thing to do 
and feel satisfied, and this could be 
discussed forever, however, I’ll close 
here and thank the nuns for making me 
more aware of mortal sin, confessing, 
seeking forgiveness and living my life in 
daily talking to my God in prayer.

9. “From noon onward, darkness came over the whole land 
until three in the afternoon...But Jesus cried out again in a 
loud voice, and gave up His spirit.” (b,d) 

10. The Triduum includes the Holy Thursday, Good Friday, 
and the Easter Vigil liturgies. On these three holiest days 
of the Church year, Catholics celebrate Jesus’ loving 
sacrifice (a,c,d) 

Last Supper with the apostles (b) was led off to be crucified 
at Golgotha (c) rose from the dead (d) ascended into heaven. 

9. [Mt 27:45-50] In the middle of the afternoon on Good 
Friday, (a) the sun was shining and the birds were singing 
(b) darkness had fallen over the land (c) Jesus freed himself 
from the cross (d) Jesus cried out in agony and died. 

10. The "Triduum" (a) refers to the three holiest days of the 
Church year (b) includes Good Friday, Holy Saturday, and 
Easter Sunday (c) includes Holy Thursday, Good Friday, 
and Holy Saturday (the Easter Vigil) (d) is when Catholics 
celebrate Jesus' loving sacrifice.
