At left is 
three scouts symbolizing the age groups.  At center is the Statue of 
Liberty.  At right is the membership badge. 
 

Indiana Territory Issue 
Released: 7/4/50 
Scott: 996 
 

This stamp honors the sesquicentennial (150th) anniversary of Indiana 
Statehood.  At left is a portrait of William Henry Harrison.  At right is the 
first capitol building in Indiana.   
 
 

California Statehood 
Released: 9/9/50 
Scott: 997 
 

This stamp was issued to honor the 100th anniversary of the State of California.  
At center, a man is shown panning for gold.  At right is a pioneer man and 
women standing above an oxen.  At left are citrus fruits above the steamship 
Oregon, which brought the news of statehood to the western territory. Oil 
derricks show faintly in the extreme upper right corner.
