Joined by four Bay area waterman’s organizatiorcssiax
prominent individuals, the Chesapeake Bay Foundatio
has filed a major lawsuit against the U.S. Envirental
Protection Agency and its Administrator, to forbe de-
fendantsto take action to protect and improvetater
quality of Chesapeake Bay.

The complaint, filed in federal court in Washingt@dnC.,

reads like a text book on the aquatic life of they,Band

the vegetation and creaturesthat live in it, dsagethe dramatic economic and social impact obehcreatures on the
people who depend on the Bay for their livelihotiair recreation, and their enjoyment of the Bayck natural envi-
ronment. In 153 paragraphs covering 41 pages;dahmplaint recites study after study that detail tleeline in water
quality of the Bay and its severe impact on theydatpns of crabs, oysters, fish, sea grasseslamétitire chain of

life in the waters of the Bay. Acting on theseditg, the statesthat border the Bay and the UStatks Government
have adopted laws and entered into agreementseékktto prevent further decline in water quality emimprove it.
But, the complaint claims, there has been littl@oraction to comply with those laws and agreemeftserefore, the
complaint says, court action is necessary to redtie federal agency to enforce the laws and ageaesithat are on
the books and are being ignored.

Before the complaint could properly be filed in
court, notice of intent to file it was given to the
EPA by the Chesapeake Bay Foundation, as rg-
quired by the federal Clean Water Act, one of {he
statutes on which the complaint rests. After th
case was filed in court, the president of the Follin-
dation met with Lisa Jackson, the current head|of
the EPA, in an effort to get her cooperation in
taking the actions sought in the complaint. In §
report of that meeting, William Baker, presidenf
of Chesapeake Bay Foundation, said that Ms.
Jackson agreed with concerns about the envirgn-
mental health of the Bay and expressed a willifig-
ness to make improvement ofthe Bay’s water
quality a priority of her agency.

The entire complaint, as well as Foundation prgsi-
dent Baker’sreport and up to date news of thd
lawsuit’s progress, can be found on the websitg of
